The Departnent is concerned that a nunber of social services districts are
planning to suspend their State Low Incone Day Care (SLIDC) and At Risk Low
Income Child Care (ARLICC) without formal assurance of continued funding. The
CGovernor recogni zed the inportance of child care in the lives of famlies and
i ncluded continuance of funding for child care subsidies in the energency

budget . To ensure that famlies currently being served under the SLIDC and
ARLI CC prograns do not |ose child care subsidy support during the process of
enacting the State Budget, the Departnent is allocating to districts

$13, 100,000 to maintain the SLIDC program and $5,197,353 to nmintain the
ARLI CC program for the period April 1, 1997 through July 31, 1997.

Al'l ocations are based upon the Ilesser of expenditures clained by socia
services districts or the prorated SFY 1996-97 allocation for the SLIDC and
ARLI CC prograns for the period January 1, 1997 through March 31, 1997 and
adj ust ed to maintain expenditures for a four nonth period. Districts
will have until Septenber 30, 1997 to expend these allocations.

There is no requirenent for districts to submt an application to receive
these funds. There is no requirement for a local match in order to access
al | ocated funds under the SLIDC or ARLICC subsidy prograns. ARLICC funds nust
not be used to suppl ant other funding.

The terns and conditions of operating the SLIDC and ARLICC prograns nmay be
affected by the enactnent of the State Budget and other |egislation.
Districts will be notified of all changes to the funding of child care subsidy
progranms once the State Budget passes.
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STATE LOW | NCOVE DAY CARE

The attachnment indicates each district's SLIDC allocation for the period
April 1, 1997 through July 31, 1997. The State share is 100% of program
costs. Reinbursenent for administrative costs will be addressed after passage
of the State Budget.

SLIDC program funding is available to social services districts for the
provision of child care services to famlies who are enpl oyed, participating
in approved education/training prograns or seeking enploynent (for up to six
nont hs) . Each social services district establishes in its Consolidated
Services Plan an incone eligibility level at or bel ow 200% of the State incone
st andard. Eligible providers include child day care providers as defined in
Section 415.1(a) and (h) of Departnent regul ations.

Soci al services districts nust expend this SLIDC allocation by
Sept enber 30, 1997. Any funds that are not expended cannot be carried forward
to neet later expenditures nor utilized for any other purpose. Any SLI DC

funds which are not expended nay be reall ocated by the Departnent to other
districts which have exceeded their allocations.

AT RI SK LOW | NCOVE CHI LD CARE PROGRAM

The attachnent indicates each district's ARLICC allocation for the period
April 1, 1997 through July 31, 1997. The federal share of the program costs
is 50% and the State share is 50% The State share will be deducted from your
district's SLIDC al |l ocati on. Rei mbur sement for adm nistrative costs will be
addressed after passage of the State Budget.

ARLI CC program funding is available to social services districts for the
provision of child care services to famlies with gross famly incones at or
bel ow 200% of the State incone standard which are not currently receiving
public assistance, need child care in order for a famly nmenber to accept
enpl oynent or renain enployed, and without such child care services would be
at risk of becoming eligible for ADC. Programrul es are detailed in Section
415.10 of the Departnent's regul ations. Eligible providers are defined in
Section 415.1(a), (c), (h) and (n) of Departnent regul ations.

Soci al services districts nust expend this ARLI CC allocation by
Sept enber 30, 1997. Any funds that are not expended cannot be carried forward
to neet later expenditures nor utilized for any other purpose. Any ARLI CC

funds which are not expended nay be reall ocated by the Departnent to other
districts which have exceeded their allocations.

LOW | NCOVE DAY CARE: Instructions for claimng programcosts are contained in

the Departnent's Fiscal Reference Manual (Volune |1, Chapter 3) for Schedule H
(DSS-4283) Non-Title XX Services for Recipients. Total expenditures should be
reported on colum 6 (Low Incone Day Care), line 2 (Day Care Services for
Children) and Iine 6 (Transportation Services). Enter on line 16, colum 6
(Fees for Low Income Day Care) total fees collected fromfamlies. For SLIDC
program costs, there is no requirenent for a match of the expenditures with
| ocal funds. Normal claimng instructions should be followed which will result

in 100% of the expenditures being identified as State share.

Clains for the SLIDC programfor the period endi ng Septenber 30, 1997 nust be
submitted by Novenber 7, 1997. Social services districts which participate in
the ARLICC program should note that their SLIDC allocation is used as the
State match for federal ARLICC funds.

AT RISK LOWINCOVE CH LD CARE: Instructions for claimng programcosts are
contained in the Departnent's Fiscal Reference Manual (Volume II, Chapter 3).
Program expenditures for ARLICC are clained on the Schedule H- Non-Title XX
Servi ces For Recipients (DSS-4283). Total expenditures should be reported on
colum 9 (At Risk Day Care), |line 2 (Day Care Services For Children) and |ine
6 (Transportation Services). Enter on line 16, colum 9 (Fees Collected)
total fees from famlies responsible for paying a fee. For ARLI CC program
costs, there is no requirenent for a match with | ocal funds. Nor mal cl ai m ng
instructions should be followed which will result in a |ocal share not being

reported on the Schedule H The district's SLIDC allocation will be the 50%
State match for ARLI CC program expenditures.

Expendi tures for the ARLICC program for the period endi ng Septenber 30, 1997
nmust be clai med by Novenber 7, 1997. No exceptions or waivers will be granted
for the rei nbursenent of expenditures submitted after Novenber 7, 1997.

ADDI TI ONAL CLAI M NG REQUI REMENTS: SLIDC and ARLICC child counts and
expendi tures should al so be reported on the Schedule G 2B, Summary of Paynents
for Day Car e- Servi ces Aut hori zed (DSS-2109B) in colums 2 and 12,
respectively.

SYSTEMS | NFORVATI ON

The reporting and authorization of SLIDC and ARLICC child care services are
supported in the WV Services system WVS supports paynents issued directly
to either the provider or the recipient.

Service Type Suffix X designates the State Low Inconme Day Care Program
(SLI DO . For SLIDC, a WWB Service case nust include the Direct Service Type
03X and the correspondi ng POS Service Type of 32X through 37X and 3AX

Service Type Suffix M designates IV-A At Risk Low Incone Child Care Program
(ARLICC). For ARLICC, a WVS Service case nust include the Direct Service Type
03M and the correspondi ng POCS Service Type 30M through 37M or 3AM t hrough 3GM
